100% of the money that is collected is put right back into the company to
support the kids. We do have directors that are paid but are paid a very small nominal fee.

I do offer discounts to families with multiple kids in the program and to members who want to
participate in show choir and dance teams. In the past [ have given out free memberships to those
in need. However, every year there are more and more children that want to participate that
cannot afford to because of financial situations in their families. Recently, I had too many
participants on scholarships and had to declare a loss to the company because of it. I cannot give
away any more memberships and continue to provide this opportunity to young people. I really
hate to turn people away and have kids not be able to participate because of expense. Times are
hard right now. Many parents are without jobs. Many families, that at one time could spend
freely, are watching their dimes and nickels.
